In the Little Learning Lab, we conduct research on memory and learning. For example, we study how tests can be used as tools for learning rather than just tools for assessment. We also study individual differences in how people learn and what they learn as a consequence. Finally, we are interested in issues of metacognition (whether people can accurately diagnose their own learning). A Research Assistant in our lab helps to set up experiments, runs participants (when applicable), and enters and codes data for an assigned project.  Some projects are conducted completely online (using Qualtrics). Research Assistants are expected to work at least 3 hours per week (but possibly more, if students desire) between the hours of 9am-6pm Mon-Fri. 
In addition to experimental duties, Research Assistants should attend lab meetings and present their experiments (or other studies of interest) to the lab at the end of each quarter.
We require a minimum 3.0 GPA to join our lab. Also, a commitment of at least a year is desirable. Having taken Psy 300 is highly preferred, and it would help if you have taken an advanced lab as well.
